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Este novo numero da Revista
Davar Polissémica (volume 16,
ndmero 1, 2022) apresenta uma
coletanea de dezesseis artigos, sendo oito
deles integrantes do dossié
“Religiosidades, Vida Cotidiana e
InstituicOes”, enquanto os demais fazem
parte da secao tematica livre. Esta
abordagem se propde a reconhecer a
importancia da religiosidade e da fé nas
diversas esferas da vida, desde questoes
relacionadas ao cuidado até a analise das
tradigoes religiosas subjacentes. O escopo
dos artigos se estende, abrangendo o
campo religioso, seus agentes e alcance
das agoes, passando pela contribui¢ao do
pentecostalismo até temaéticas que
exploram as religides indigenas.

Destaca-se, igualmente, a
relevancia desta dimensao na
compreensao e enfrentamento do
sofrimento, bem como na reconstrugao
do imaginario religioso, inclusive em
contextos desafiadores, como o carcere.
Os temas explorados evidenciam a
diversidade e riqueza de perspectivas,

proporcionando uma reflexao
aprofundada sobre o papel da religiao em
diferentes aspectos da vida
contemporanea.

As contribuicdoes desta edigao
provéem de pelo menos sete instituicoes
distintas, muitas delas através de seus
programas de pos-graduacao stricto
sensu, contando com a participacao tanto
de docentes quanto de discentes. A
colaboracao entre autores em alguns
artigos nao apenas enriquece as analises
apresentadas, mas também promove a
inclusio e a formacao de novos
pesquisadores no campo académico.

This new issue of Davar
Polissémica Journal (Volume 16,
Number 1, 2022) features a collection of
sixteen articles, with eight of them
included in the dossier "Religiosities,
Everyday Life, and Institutions," while
the others are part of the open thematic
section. This approach aims to
recognize the importance of religiosity
and faith in various spheres of life,
ranging from issues related to care to
the analysis of underlying religious
traditions. The scope of the articles
extends to encompass the religious
field, its agents, and the reach of
actions, including the contribution of
Pentecostalism and themes exploring
indigenous religions.

Equally noteworthy is the
relevance of this dimension in
understanding and facing suffering, as
well as in the reconstruction of religious
imagery, even in challenging contexts
such as incarceration. The explored
themes highlight the diversity and
richness of perspectives, providing an
in-depth reflection on the role of
religion in different aspects of
contemporary life.

Contributions for this edition
come from at least seven distinct
institutions, many of them through
their stricto sensu postgraduate
programs, with the participation of both
faculty and students. The collaboration
among authors in some articles not only
enriches the presented analyses but also
promotes the inclusion and training of
new researchers in the academic field.
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
